BOLD Legion Baseball Program Guidelines
www.ballcharts.com/boldmudhens/Handouts (link provided here to Junior Legion site)
Goals;
1. To provide an enjoyable baseball learning experience where skills are taught, improved and then tested on the field of play.
2. Every player will improve their skills and become a better person as a result of their participation on this team.  In baseball, you are never as good as you could be!
3. Play the game and practice it with enthusiasm.
Ground Rules;
1. Respect must be shown towards; 

a. Fellow players – everyone performs better with encouragement.  It’s about the team – not me.
b. Coaches – their time is valuable and they have a lot to offer.  Keep your cell phone turned off if you carry it into the dugout.  
c. Umpires – ALL disagreements with umpires will be handled by coaches.
d. Game – Learn to love it, play it, and practice it with enthusiasm.
e. Fans – they want to see you at your best on the field – never confront fans.

f. Facilities – honor all ground rules and help maintain by cleaning up after games or practices.  Nobody leaves the dugout until our equipment has been packed up and the dugout is clean.  Grab a rake and help with tarps.
g. Equipment – no abuse of equipment – pick up after games.

h. Uniforms – BOLD Legion caps are never worn backwards – uniforms will be worn and tucked in on game nights when you are on the field even for warm-ups.  The appropriate colored undershirt for that game is acceptable for BP and infield.
i. Yourself – Never go home knowing you could have tried harder!

2. Whenever possible, inform coaches in advance when you are unable to attend practices or games.

3. During practice, always be doing something to improve either your own skills or those of a teammate.   
4. Be dressed and on the field at the designated time before games or practices to allow proper time to prepare.  If your work schedule will not allow this, inform your coaches if possible.  Infield will be taken 25 minutes before game time for home games.
5. Batting practice may be held at Bird Island prior to departure for road games.  

a. Times will vary depending on the length of the trip.  

b. Arrival at the opponent’s field will be 45 minutes before game time.

c. Arrange for carpooling on your own if you wish from Bird Island.
6. A major part of our budget is supplied through our annual senior legion home tournament which will be held the 3rd weekend of June each season.  Parent and player assistance is required for gate, concessions, field maintenance, etc.
7. Parents are also requested to help out in the concession stand at other home games.  Please sign up as soon as possible for game nights if possible.
8. At all times conduct yourself in a manner that brings honor to the team and its’ sponsors.  Failure to do so will result in being benched and/or dismissal.
